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Anti-Bullying Agreement
This agreement is entered into by the student, their parent/guardian, and Eidsvold State School to outline the expectations and commitments made to prevent and address bullying within the school community. All parties involved are dedicated to creating a safe and respectful environment for all students.
I. Agreement Principles
1. Commitment to Respect and Kindness:

4. Responsibility of the Parent/Guardian:
The parent/guardian agrees to:
· Support the school’s anti-bullying policies and work in partnership with the school to address any bullying issues.
· Encourage their child to report any bullying incidents to school staff or through available channels.
· Foster a home environment that promotes kindness, respect, and empathy.


5. School’s Commitment:
The school commits to:
· Enforcing a zero-tolerance policy toward bullying.
· Providing a safe space for students to report bullying incidents confidentially.
· Taking appropriate and timely action to investigate and address any reports of bullying.
· Providing educational programs that encourage respect and inclusivity.
II. Consequences for Bullying Behaviour
Students found to be engaging in bullying behaviour will face appropriate consequences, which may include, but are not limited to:
· Warning and counselling sessions
· Restorative practices and conflict resolution meetings
· Suspension or expulsion, depending on the severity and recurrence of the behaviour.
